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Visiting Tanzania
“Let the little children come to me”, Mark 10:14

It was August 19, 2018, a Sunday morning, when we arrived in Bihawana parish. The second Mass, which is
specifically for seminarians, was taking place. We waited outside the Church and suddenly children started to
approach us cautiously, timidly, but quickly learning that we were friendly, and they were saying mzungu which
means white person. Soon we were surrounded by about forty children and most of the children liked to be around
Roslyn! After a while Sr Assela, who teaches Religion, came and explained that these children were from villages
around the Bihawana parish. It takes some of the children more than an hour’s walk to attend Sr Assela’s after-

noon program in the parish. When we asked who escorts them, the children laughed and said that they walk in
groups.

After an hour we left for a village called Chizomoche; it is in this place we experienced how talented these children
were in singing. On the way we bought some soda and candy to give to the children. When we arrived at Chizomo-
che, they were waiting for us. We were warmly welcomed by the catechist and we had a holy Mass where the chil-
dren formed the main choir. The children sang so well and danced, I wish you could hear them singing, so joyful and
full of energy! Something amazing is that they have to memorize all the songs, as well as the responsorial psalm. The
leader of the choir has a note book with the songs. Now we knew what they were learning when they were walking
for an hour and a half to attend the programs in the parish! After Mass, it was

time to enjoy soda and candy.

The seminarians also participate in the education of the children in various villag-
es. We gave them some catechisms and notebooks. Next time we hope to give
them bibles. Another place we learned about the mission with children happened
when we visited the small dispensary in Bihawana, where Sr Assela serves. Alt-
hough it is limited in its capabilities, it is the place where children get help. They
have only one bed, which was occupied by a boy with malaria when we visited.
Dear friends, let us together repeat the words of our Lord, “Let the children come
to me”.
